Comments or questions:
I.  Course Description
French I will consist of learning how to read, write, and speak in French as well as learning about French culture.  Students will learn basic vocabulary with correct spelling and pronunciation, verb conjugations, sentence structure, and use of nouns, pronouns, adjectives and articles.  Students are expected to participate in all activities, oral and written, individually and as part of the group.  Parts of the chapter tests will be given with the use of an audiotape to expose students to French spoken by native speakers.  Some games, videos, handouts, and projects will supplement the course.

Expectations for I-TV Classes

Attend all classes and participate in all discussions and activities.

Be in class on time.  You are expected to be in your seat before the tardy bell rings.  Tardies and absences will be reported to your school authorities. If you know that you’re going to be absent, please let me know ahead of time so you know what work you will have to do for class.  Make good use of your time in class and keep working until the bell rings or you are dismissed.
Should it be necessary for to leave your seat, you must ask the teacher for permission; this is especially important in an I-TV setting.  The teacher needs to know what you are doing when you are out of the range of the camera.
Demonstrate appropriate classroom behavior.  Respect the teacher, facilitator, classroom, equipment, supplies, and other students as well as yourself.

Follow all directions and make the greatest effort to learn the lesson being taught.  Listen carefully when the teacher is speaking.  Keep all distractions at a minimum.  Raise your hand to ask questions, if you cannot hear the teacher or comments from other sites.  
Complete all assignments whether for class or for homework.  Hand in all work to the office or your facilitator on the day it is due.  Make sure that your name, assignment description and/or page number is on all your work. This includes make-up work as well.  Blue or black ink must be used on assignments that are to be faxed; pencil does not fax well.
There will be NO passes out of I-TV room during class, unless requested by a teacher or administrator or in case of an emergency. 

NO food or drink will be allowed in class. Keep the room clean and pick up after yourself before you leave.
Respect all equipment and supplies.  Leave all equipment alone unless you have been instructed to adjust something.  Be sure you know who to contact if equipment is not working properly.
Taking an I-TV course is a privilege.  All misbehavior will be reported to your principal.  If misbehavior continues, you will be dropped from the course.  Always do your best, have a good attitude, and come to class prepared to learn.
